Do you really love Jesus or
you are just playing church or

pretending?
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You must understand that Spirits in Heaven do not make mistake
when they talk that’s why they never apologize. They always say what
they mean and mean what they say at all times. Jesus Christ is a Spirit
and not human, so He meant every word uttered in the Bible.

In John 21 verse 14 Jesus clearly told us how we must demonstrate to
him that we love him. He said the person who has My
commandments and keeps them is the one who [really] loves Me; and
whoever [really] loves Me will be loved by My Father, and | will love
him and reveal Myself to him [| will make Myself real to him].



Loving Jesus is not about singing to him that you love him. Jesus does
not understand that we love him when we sing to him and say | love
you Jesus or when we are fervent in praise and worship.

He will only understand that you love him when you obey his
commandments. So, you must ask yourself if you really love Jesus or

you are just pretending?

According to John 14 verse 21 Jesus said it is those who really love
him by obeying his commandments that will see him face to face
because he promised to make himself real to them.



The most important thing you must know on earth are the commandments of
Jesus and the most important thing you must do on earth is to obey his
commandments. This is the only way to prove to God and His Angels that you are
among the wise people on earth.

So, what are the commandments of Jesus in the holy Bible?

1. You must believe in Jesus that he is God and that he came into this world to die
to save you from your sins so that you can have eternal life in heaven with him
forever. That you must also believe that Jesus is the only way to the Father.

2. You must walk in His ways to the end. In other words, you must do your best to
behave like Jesus till you breathe your last breath because someone’s name

previously written in the book of life can still be removed. Jesus himself said this
in Revelation 3 verse 5



3. You must love one another. Jesus gave this commandment to us in John 13
verse 34. Loving one another also includes taking care of the poor and those in
painful situations.

4. You must go and preach the gospel of the kingdom of heaven message that
Jesus preached. Jesus gave us this commandment in Mark 16 verse 15 to 16.

5. You must go and win souls and ensure that your souls eventually enter
Heaven. In other words, you must become profitable to God in terms of soul
winning. Jesus gave us this commandment in the parable of the ten Minas, the
parable of the talents, the parable of the workers in the vineyard, also in
Matthew 28 verse 19 to 20 and in John 15 verse 16.

6. You must not be lukewarm. Jesus gave us this commandment in Revelation 3
verse 14 to 19



7. You must never call Jesus a scammer or criminal. Learn from the
judgement Jesus gave to the third servant in the parable of the talents
in Mathew 25 verse 14 — 30; how Jesus sent the servant to hell fire
because he called Jesus a scammer by saying that: | buried my talent
because | know that you are a hard man who likes to reap from where
you have not sown.

Jesus warned us in this parable never to call him a scammer.

8. You must never deny Jesus after you have accepted Him as your Lord
and Saviour. Even at the point of death or extreme suffering you must
never deny Jesus otherwise He will reject your soul the day you die.
Jesus gave us this commandment in Mathew 10 verse 33 and in
Revelation 2 verse 10.



9. You must get baptized in water by immersion for you to be saved.
However, if you genuinely didn’t have the opportunity to be water baptized
by immersion before death or rapture then surely you will be allowed into
Heaven. But, if you had the opportunity to be water baptized and you
refused to get baptized or you decided to ignore or think it is not important
for your salvation to be complete, then you will not be allowed into Heaven.
Mark 16 verse 15 - 16

It is not the absence of baptism that disqualifies you from entering Heaven
but the despising of baptism that disqualifies you. That is, when you treat
baptism as unnecessary for salvation.

Are you really sure that you are doing your best to observe all these
commandments of Jesus? You must ask yourself now while you are still
breathing if you truly love Jesus or you are just playing church or pretending.
